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2. Portal Structure

The community membersection allows registered members to access nepa$yed
events and news items, upload events on the DLupiahd their own news items and
events.

Theprofiled membersection adds to the above described tools thebdapdor allowed
members to create their specific pages, e.g. desgriheir activities (in case of single
users/organisations) or objectives and achieveméntscase of projects), create a
network of contacts and upload multimedia files.

Theadministrationsection is accessible to the task leader staff antl allows the portal
team to manage and update contents in real timgroe® or reject the submitted
contents, create and manage registration forms, etc

3. Technical specifications

The BELIEF-II portal relies on a flexible Open SoeilCMS called Plone [Plone]. Plone is a free
and open source Content Management System butbmiof the Zope [Zope] application server,
which is written in Python [Python].

Plone's Web-based administrative interface is dpathfor W3C [W3C] standards, allowing it
to work with most common web browsers, and use#iaddl accessibility standards to help users
who have disabilities. All of Plone's features anstomisable, and free add-ons are available from
the Plone website. The version used for the impigat®n of the BELIEF-II portal is the newly
released Plone 3.1.2.

4.1.1. Home Page

The homepage as a whole is structured in three pais. On the left there is a large column to
host the main text, the central section highlightslatest news item and the upcoming two events
taken from the event calendar. On the right sidar fbuttons”, called “highlight boxes”, lead the
user to the 4 main functionalities offered by thebgite, which are described in detail below.

The homepage hosts a text illustrating the missfahe project and will be updated to highlight
the project main current activities (e.g. upcompngject events, publications, etc).

4.1.3. Portal central section

published under the latest news section (title @egtription) By clicking on “Read more..” visitors
can be directed to the whole news item page. Thense“box” shows the upcoming two events
from the GEANT & e-Infrastructure Events calendaccess to further information is given by
clicking on the event title. Under the two everitere will be a icon if the calendar with a link to
the whole calendar “More from the calendar”.
