Travelling by Aeroplane

Coming from the International Airport:

Indira Gandhi Airport (IGl) in Delhi is the busiest airport in India in terms of flights. Terminal 2
handles all International operations at the airport.

Travelling by Train

Coming from the New Delhi Railway Station

The New Delhi Railway Station is the main railway station in Delhi, and is one of the largest
stations in India. It handles over three hundred trains each day.The station has 12 platforms for
berthing of Trains. DTC operates several buses from the station to various parts of Delhi. Taxi are
also available outside the station premises. Radio Taxis known as "Dial-a-cab" are also available
and can be contacted on 1920. It is at a distance of 7 kms from Habitat Centre.

Coming from the Old Delhi Railway Station

Old Delhi Railway Station also known as Delhi Railway Station was the first railway station to be
built in Delhi. It is located near Chandni Chowk,.The railway station also has a tourist information
centre. Near to Railway station is ISBT (Interstate Bus Terminal) which is located at Kashmere gate.
DTC operates several buses from the station to various parts of Delhi. Radio Taxis known as "Dial-
a-cab" are also available and can be contacted on 1920. It is at a distance of 16 kms from Habitat
Centre.
